Our effective pest treatment services include, and are not limited to the following:

Insect Control 

Cockroaches

Cockroaches prefer to reside in damp areas and are often found in the bathroom and kitchen areas of the home.  They will eat foodstuff, paper, glue, etc. and are most active at night time. Cockroaches may carry salmonella bacteria.  There are multiple approaches for effective treatment.

Pharaoh Ants

Pharaoh Ants nests are difficult to locate and only a small percentage of the nest forge at any given time.  Pharaoh Ants prefer moist areas and feed on sugar sources. 

Carpenter Ants

Carpenter Ants are considered a pest when they nest in the damaged wood of a structure.  Carpenter ant colonies expand quickly and should therefore be addressed in order to avoid further structural damage.

Silverfish

Silverfish prefer dark humid areas and may be found indoors and outdoors.  They will feed on glue as well as paper.  The small holes they create cause damage to structures. 

Beetles

Beetle species identification is critical for effective treatment.  Some beetle species will attack foodstuff, others will attack clothing, while others prefer to attack wood.

Bed Bugs

As more people travel, bed bugs are being brought to Canada by means of suitcases, clothing, etc. Bed Bugs may be found in homes, hotels, theatres, etc.  They are most active at night  and their bites cause skin irritations.

Sow bugs or Pill bugs

Sow bugs and Pill bugs are often found in moist areas such as basements and are particularly active at night and when there is a lot of rainfall.  They feed on decaying organic matter, which often cause them to attack plants at their root.

Fleas

The Cat Flea will lay its eggs in pet hair where it can eventually be spread to the carpet and furniture of a residence.  The flea prefers moist, humid areas and cracks and crevices of a building.  Vacuuming may cause a flea infestation to worsen.

Moth

Some moth species attack food while others prefer clothing. Identification is critical in determining a treatment method for the particular moth species. 

Earwig

Earwigs are common pests found in homes and gardens.  They cause damage to flowers, fruits and vegetables by feeding on buds and seedlings.  They feed on both plant and animal matter and prefer to reside in damp, moist, cool areas.

Flies

There are several species of flies that are found in domestic dwellings.  Some fly species are known for the mechanical transfer of disease organisms.

Wasps/Bees/Hornets

Wasps, Bees and Hornets become hazardous when they nest near residential areas.  Many people are known to have allergies to particular species’ stings.

Mosquitoes

Mosquito larviciding treatment for the prevention and control of West Nile Virus has become a “hot topic” in Ontario as a result of the health risks associated with the contraction of this virus.  Standard Pest Control Inc. has obtained the special licensing and insurances required by the Ministry of the Environment to provide safe and legal control of mosquitoes at your establishment.  

Spiders

Most species of spiders are active at night and prefer to reside in cool moist areas.                                    Lights will attract spiders and may be the cause of infestation. Some species of spiders bite when bothered.  Often spiders are found along water front properties.
Rats or Mice 
Rats and mice cause damage to food and property and are known to be carriers of several serious diseases.  Rodents are also known to cause fires by chewing through electrical wires. 

Wild Life

Raccoons

Raccoons are generally only active at night.  They often disturb and eat residents’ garbage. Raccoons may also cause damage when they nest in the attics or chimneys of a home.

Skunks

Skunks are often found in wooded areas.  They may create their dens under homes in residential areas and buildings.

Squirrels

Squirrels nest in trees, but may often nest in attics or eaves of a home if these areas are accessible.  Squirrels may carry parasites such as mites, fleas and tics and are capable of biting.  Squirrels may also become a nuisance by causing damage to gardens by digging up bulbs and other plants.

Bird Control

Feral Pigeons

Feral Pigeons contaminate foodstuff, carry disease and their droppings make a mess and may cause the deterioration of structures.  Pigeons prefer to nest on high ledges such as on roofs and balconies.

House Sparrows

The House Sparrow creates a mess as well as noise pollution, and is able to transfer louse and disease.  House Sparrows prefer to nest in eaves, attics, and other areas that could potentially cause damage to structures.

Starlings
Starlings are a nuisance in urban areas.  They create noise pollution and their nests often create a mess and odour. Starlings are able to transfer louse and disease.
